WHO WAS SAINT VALENTINE?

Valentine was the Bishop of Terni Italy in the year 269 AD during the reign of Emperor Claudius 1. He
was also known as Claudius the Cruel because of the many wars he involved his people in. He was having a
difficult time recruiting men for his armies because they did not want to leave their families. Claudius issued
an edict forbidding marriage. Engaged couples would go to Valentine who secretly preformed marriages.

The Emperor found out what he was doing and had him arrested and brought to Rome for execution. It is
said that on the evening before he was to die, Valentine sent a letter to the daughter of the jailer telling her he
loved her. He signed it “Love from your Valentine.” Bishop Valentine was executed on February 14th 270.

In 496 Pope Gelasius set February 14th as St. Valentine’s Day. Miss Esther Howland of the US was the first to
sent out Valentine’s greetings. The first commercially produced Valentines were made in the 1800’s. Of
course you know the rest. St. Valentine is the Patron of lovers, beekeepers, & birds.
