ABSTAINING MEANS NO eating of meat.  ABSTAINING involves persons ages 8 to 65. FASTING including 
our Lenten Sacrifice involves persons ages 14 to 65. The sick & those who care for them at home are exempt from 
the rules of Lent, (but ought to find another way of offering sacrifice). The exemption includes women who are  
pregnant. ALL FRIDAYS OF LENT ARE DAYS OF ABSTINENCE. GOOD FRIDAY IS A DAY OF FAST & 
ABSTINENCE. There is also the optional custom of abstaining from meat on Wednesdays. Sundays are not  
included in the Lenten observance, Also the Solemnity of the Annunciation March 25th. THE LENTEN  
OBSERVANCE END ON EASTER SUNDAY MORNING!
